Hall B worker Safety Training
[bookmark: x1-10001]1 Purpose
This document replaces the SAF111 training during the decommissioning of CLAS and installation of the CLAS12. It is mandatory to read and understand it prior to access Hall B if you do not have the SAF111 training. It reminds of the basic rules to follow when working in Hall B. [bookmark: x1-20002]2 Hall B hazards
The hazards in Hall B are similar to the ones found in other halls:
· fires/smoke;
electrocution/shocks;
falls/falling objects from elevated levels;
magnetic fields;
crane operations;
ODH;
vacuum window failure.
A particularity of Hall B is that the hall is occupied by a large detector. Hence,
· potential hazards might be hidden from view (e.g. crane operation, fire);
egresses can be convoluted. Hence knowledge of the hall layout is necessary before doing any work.
Before working in Hall B, you need to familiarize yourself with the hall layout. It will be changing constantly while the decommissioning of CLAS and installation of CLAS12 is occurring. Consequently, egresses and locations of safety equipments such as fire extinguishers or PPE (Personal Protective Equipment) may change with time.
The rules to follow prior to access are reminded on the Hall B access doors and boards located near the entrance doors. You must be familiar and comply with all these postings prior to work in the hall.
[bookmark: x1-30003]3 Requirements prior to work in Hall B
[bookmark: x1-40003.1]3.1 Trainings
To be able to access the Hall without escort, you need to have the following trainings:
1. SAF103: ODH;
2. SAF100: EH&S orientation;
3. SAF801: Radiation worker 1;
4. SAF111 or this document: Hall B EH&S awareness;
5. SAF111kd.
[bookmark: x1-50003.2]3.2 Two buddy system
If you are working in Hall B, an additional person must know at all time of your presence and well being. The best way to implement the two buddy rule is to work with someone in the hall. If the person works in a different location, you must check each other every five minutes. In case nobody is available (e.g. for after-hour work), it is acceptable to implement the two buddy rule by phone: the person working in the hall calls every 5 min an on-site contact. This contact must be instructed to go to the hall to investigate if the worker fails to call him.
[bookmark: x1-60003.3]3.3 Orientation
If you are not familiar with Hall B or if its configuration has changed since your last access, you must:
· make yourself familiar with the hall layout and potential hazard location;
Identify the locations of safety items near your work place. Those are for example:
· fire extinguishers;
· run safe boxes;
· ODH, fire and magnetic field visual warning systems;
· eyewash station;
· smoke masks;
· power crash buttons and fire pull down stations;
· Emergency light.
Identify the escape egresses.

Prior to work unescorted in the Hall, you must read, understand and sign the RWP. It can be found at http://www.jlab.org/accel/RadCon/pdf_forms/Gen%20Acc%20RWP.pdf
[bookmark: x1-80003.5]3.5 Other requirements
· Access to elevated platforms in the hall is restricted to persons than can use emergency escape ladders. For ex. a worker with a leg or a arm in a cast cannot work on an elevated platform;
Clothing: Long pants and full covering shoes are required in Hall B. Wearing hard hat and personal dosimeters is mandatory in Hall B;
No eating or smoking in Hall B;
Contact the Hall B work coordinator (D. Tilles, tilles@jlab.org, default Denny Insley, dinsley@jlab.org) prior to work in Hall B by email or, preferably, by submitting a task list at http://devweb.acc.jlab.org/CSUEApps/hblist/atlis.php 
The Hall B coordinator will organize the work so that interferences are minimized. Another important reason to contact the Hall B work coordinator is that he is also the Hall B safety warden. He will remind you of specific safety trainings or PPE that you may need to have before to start a particular task.
Notify your supervisor/sponsor if you feel unqualified or insufficiently trained to perform assigned tasks in this area or have a personal condition that might create or complicate a hazard.
